Combining graphic fiction and non-fiction, this young adult graphic
novel serves as a window into one of the unique dangers of being an
Indigenous teen in Canada today. The text of the book is derived from
excerpts of a letter written to the Winnipeg Chief of Police by 14-year-
old Brianna Jonnie — a letter that went viral and was also the basis of
a documentary film. n her letter, Jonnie calls out the authorities for
neglecting to immediately investigate missing Indigenous people and
urges them to "not treat me as the Indigenous person I am proud to
be," if she were to be reported missing.

Borders is a masterfully told story of a boy and his mother whose road
trip is thwarted at the border when they identify their citizenship as
Blackfoot. Refusing to identify as either American or Canadian first bars
their entry into the US, and then their return into Canada. In the limbo
between countries, they find power in their connection to their identity
and to each other. 

Borders explores nationhood from an Indigenous perspective and
resonates deeply with themes of identity, justice, and belonging.

In this important graphic novel, two brothers surrounded by
poverty, drug abuse, and gang violence, try to overcome
centuries of historic trauma in very different ways to bring
about positive change in their lives.

Pete, a young Indigenous man wrapped up in gang violence,
lives with his younger brother, Joey, and his mother who is a
heroin addict. One night, Pete and his mother’s boyfriend,
Dennis, get into a big fight, which sends Dennis to the morgue
and Pete to jail. Initially, Pete keeps up ties to his crew, until a
jail brawl forces him to realize the negative influence he has
become on Joey, which encourages him to begin a process of
rehabilitation that includes traditional Indigenous healing
circles and ceremonies.

Powerful, courageous, and deeply moving, The Outside Circle
is drawn from the author’s twenty years of work and research
on healing and reconciliation of gang-affiliated or incarcerated
Indigenous men.

Referencing a classic Haida oral narrative, this stunning full-
color graphic novel documents the tragic story of a leader so
blinded by revenge that he takes his community to the brink of
war and destruction. Consisting of 108 pages of hand-painted
illustrations, Red is a groundbreaking mix of imagery from the
indigenous Haida culture and Japanese manga. Red is the
prideful leader of a small village in the islands off the northwest
coast of British Columbia. His sister was abducted years ago by
a band of raiders, and when news comes that she has been
spotted in a nearby village, Red sets out to rescue his sister and
exact revenge on her captors. 

Tragic and timeless, it is reminiscent of such classic stories as
Oedipus Rex and Macbeth. An action-packed and dazzling
graphic novel, Red is also a cautionary tale about the
devastating effects of rage and retribution.

Vol. 1: Tasha Spillett's graphic novel debut, Surviving the City, is a story
about womanhood, friendship, colonialism, and the anguish of a missing
loved one. Miikwan and Dez are best friends. Miikwan is Anishinaabe; Dez
is Inninew. Together, the teens navigate the challenges of growing up in
an urban landscape. However, when Dez's grandmother becomes too
sick, Dez is told she can't stay with her anymore. With the threat of a
group home looming, Dez can't bring herself to go home and disappears.
Will Dez's community find her before it's too late? Will Miikwan be able to
cope if they don't?

Vol. 2: Dez's grandmother has passed away. Grieving, and with
nowhere else to go, she's living in a group home. On top of
everything else, Dez is navigating a new relationship and coming
into her identity as a Two-Spirit person. Miikwan is crushing on
the school's new kid Riel, but doesn't really understand what Dez
is going through. Will she learn how to be a supportive ally to her
best friend? Will Dez be comfortable expressing her full identity?
And will her community relearn the teachings and overcome
prejudice to celebrate her for who she is?

Hoopla is an online repository of books, e-books, music, and more that can be accessed
with a library card. Unlike traditional library repositories, which vary between branches,
Hoopla offers the same titles to all participating libraries (though libraries can opt out of

specific titles). Access requires a library card, and loans are limited to 21 days. 

The Internet Archive is a free collection of digital media, available to anyone, no library
card needed. Materials can only be checked out for 1 hour at a time, but can be renewed

immediately, with no limit on repeat checkouts.

For those interested in purchasing a physical copy of any of these titles, 

Is a marketplace for new and used books that collaborates with booksellers across the country.
Customers can select the format and condition of the book, with prices adjusted accordingly.
